Yilan / Train Ride / Hualien / Taroko National Park / 
Taitung / Chishang Seasonal Flower Fields / Zhiben 
Hot Spring Hotel – Enjoy Private Onsen Bath 

(B: Hotel Buffet / L: Roasted Chicken Specialty / D: Hotel Buffet) 

After breakfast, take a comfortable train ride to Hualien and travel 

along the famous Suhua Highway, where you’ll witness 

stunning ocean cliffs and vast seas. Marvel at the dramatic 

contrast between towering mountains and deep waters, 

experiencing the hardships of early road construction pioneers. 

Visit Taroko National Park, famous for its breathtaking marble 

gorges, towering cliffs, and winding tunnels. We then continue 

south toward Taitung, stopping at the Chishang Farmers’ 

Association Seasonal Flower Fields, where vast farmlands, 

colorful blossoms, and distant mountains create a serene and 

picturesque rural scene. Take memorable photos before heading to 

Zhiben Hot Spring Hotel in Taitung. Relax and indulge in the 

hotel’s onsen facilities after a day of adventure. Please bring 

your own swimsuit and swimming cap for the spa facilities.

October 12, 2026 (Monday) - Day 4 

Taitung / Southern Cross-Island Highway / 
Kaohsiung / Fo Guang Shan Buddha Museum / Pearl 
Exhibition Hall / Kaohsiung Harbor Cruise 

(B: Hotel Buffet / L: Han Lai Vegetarian Cuisine / D: Senya Hot 

Pot Buffet) 

After breakfast, we travel north to Kaohsiung. Our first stop is the 

Fo Guang Shan Buddha Memorial Center, an impressive complex 

blending traditional and modern architecture, dedicated to cultural 

education, spiritual practice, and inner reflection. The center 

houses the Buddha’s sacred relics, inspiring visitors to cultivate 

wisdom, compassion, and harmony. Following the visit, we 

proceed to Kaohsiung Harbor and enjoy a luxury harbor cruise, 

offering panoramic views of port facilities and vessels including 

cargo ships, fishing boats, and naval ships. From the sea, guests 

gain a deeper appreciation of Kaohsiung’s role as an 

international harbor city.

After breakfast, travel to Alishan, famous for its forest railway, 

towering cypress trees, and scenic trails. Ride the Alishan Forest 

Train, and enjoy a therapeutic forest bathing experience. Stroll 

past scenic spots such as Sister Ponds, Three Brothers, Four 

Sisters, and Golden Pig Rock.

October 14, 2026 (Wednesday) - Day 6 
Chiayi / Nantou / Indigenous Specialty 
Center / Sun Moon Lake Cruise / Wenwu 
Temple / Hsinchu / Chenghuang Temple 
Commercial Area / Hotel 

(B: Hotel Buffet / L: Steamed Seafood & Meat Feast / D: 

Nostalgic Cuisine) 

After breakfast, we travel from Chiayi to Nantou, stopping at a 

Mountain Specialty Center to browse local agricultural products 

and souvenirs. We then visit Sun Moon Lake National Scenic 

Area, Taiwan’s largest freshwater lake, beautifully divided by 

Lalu Island into sun- and moon-shaped sections. A boat cruise on 

Sun Moon Lake allows guests to admire the serene lake scenery 

from the water. Afterwards, we visit Wenwu Temple, an imposing 

palace-style temple overlooking the lake, offering both spiritual 

significance and stunning panoramic views. We then continue to 

Hsinchu and explore the lively Chenghuang Temple Commercial 

Area, known for its local snacks and vibrant atmosphere.

October 15, 2026 (Thursday) - Day 7

Palace Museum / Shifen Sky Lantern Experience (1 
lantern per 4–6 people) / Wanhua Night Market 

(B: Hotel Buffet / L: Palace Museum Crystal Jade Restaurant / D: 

Mongolian BBQ Buffet) 

After breakfast, we head to Taipei for a full day of cultural 

exploration. We begin at the Tianlu Art Center, appreciating 

exquisite art collections and traditional craftsmanship that embody 

Eastern aesthetics. Next, we visit the world-famous National 

Palace Museum, home to an extraordinary collection of Chinese 

imperial artifacts spanning thousands of years of history. In the 

afternoon, we travel to Shifen Old Street to experience the 

traditional Sky Lantern release (one lantern shared by 4–6 

guests), writing wishes and watching them rise into the sky as 

symbols of good fortune. In the evening, we visit Wanhua Night 

Market, enjoying local street food and the historic charm of one of 

Taipei’s oldest districts.

Taipei / Yehliu Geopark/ Jinshan Old Street / Hotel 
or Taoyuan Airport Drop-off

After breakfast, we depart Taipei for the north coast, visiting 

Yehliu Geopark, famous for its wind- and sea-eroded rock 

formations such as the Queen’s Head and Fairy Shoe. Walking 

along the trails offers close-up views of these remarkable 

geological wonders e then visit Jinshan Old Street, where guests 

may explore local shops and enjoy traditional snacks. After the 

tour, guests will either return to the hotel or transfer to Taoyuan 

International Airport at the designated time, concluding this 

memorable Taiwan journey with wonderful experiences and 

lasting memories. 
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
